Dream 2B Green will host a ‘Recycling for Life’ day on Saturday the 6th of October 2001 at the UK Centre for Materials Education.  The local community will be asked to bring along clothes, books, cosmetics etc to be donated to The Basement night drop-in centre in Liverpool.  

The recycling clothes day is part of the 2nd phase of a European Social Fund project, ‘Recycling for Life’.  Local unemployed women are being taught the skills to help them get back to work by participating in a variety of community projects.  The first of these was the formation of a Theatre in Education production, ‘Dream 2B Green’, which included the writing and performing of a play (with subsequent workshop), creation of a booklet, CD ROM & website, http://women.materials.ac.uk . around schools in Merseyside helping young people understand more about recycling.

Dream 2B Green also features in the forthcoming Edinburgh Festival Fringe production ‘Experience the Innocence’, which is a part of phase 2 run by Dream 2B Green in collaboration with Critical Stage Company and the UK Centre for Materials Education in Liverpool.  William Blake’s radical ideas in his poetry collection ‘The Songs of Innocence and Experience’ inspired Critical Stage Company to create the story of homeless woman Lyca, as she struggles to regain her own ‘green and pleasant land’, with the help of people who befriend her in the Dream 2B Green Team.  The battle for her soul between Innocence and Experience makes for riveting new theatre, enhanced by Blake’s lucid verse.  Aptly, the Fringe performance venue in Edinburgh is a soup kitchen for the homeless.
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‘Experience the Innocence’ will follow its Edinburgh run with performances in Liverpool’s Unity Theatre in the days leading up to the clothes day, Wed & Thurs October 3rd & 4th, as well as performances in Southport, Formby, St Helens and West Kirby later in the month.  This Merseyside run will include a discussion workshop on the subjects dealt with in the play and by the ‘Recycling for Life’ project, and may include readings by homeless poets of their own work.  Free booklets of their poetry will also be given out by the Dream 2B Green team to those who donate on the ‘Recycling for Life’ day on the 6th of October.  This is made more significant coming, as it does, the day after National Poetry Day, October 5th.
